A	 written	 report is required	i n	 the form of a technical paper with, for example, an	 
abstract, introduction, methods section, results sections, conclusion’s section, references, and figures.	 This report will	 be evaluated by the 
faculty supervisor, director of undergraduate studies	 and the Director of AEP. Following completion of the written report, an oral report is 
presented	 to	 an	 audience consisting of the faculty supervisor, the DUS, and	 the Director of AEP, along with the other honors candidates. At 
least a grade of “A-“ is required for successful	 completion of the honors requirement.	 AEP 4910 must be taken for a minimum of 6 credits 
between	 2 semesters. A	 PDF copy of the thesis must be sent to Cynthia	 Reynolds at crr8@cornell.edu before the final grade can	 be posted.
